Members of the Charlotte Reeves Robertson Chapter of the DAR met in a long abandoned burial ground
on the farm of Mrs. W. L. HOLMAN on Sunday afternoon to dedicate a headstone at the grave of Henry
Johnson, a soldier of the American Revolution.

Following the dedication, a tour was made of the small burial ground which was laid out in a day prior to
accessible headstones. Small sandstone markers, half buried in the earth, marked the foot of each grave,
while larger stones indicated the head. Some were unidentified, while others bore short inscriptions

\ scratched by the hand. |
) It was pointed out that the site was near Kilgore Station, which led to the belief that Johnson was
probably a neighbor of Thomas Kilgore when the two lived in Maryland, and that Johnson later followed

his friend to help settle the wilderness.
All that remains of the Johnson homestead is a rock wall of two rooms which once held a log cabin

above. Apparently, the lower enclosure housed food and valuable possessions, being less vulnerable to

Indian attack than the wooden structure.
Hubert Orand who cleaned the cemetery and made arrangements for a fence was thanked for his labors

during a busy farm season.



Mrs. Hubert Orand, a great-great-great granddaughter, has compiled the following information
concerning Mr. Johnson.

Henry Johnson was bomn in Ireland in the year of 1738 (Month unknown). He went from Ireland to
Scotland on through North England, then moved into the United states of America. Henry came to America
with his older brother, Isaac Johnson, born in 1722. They came to Maryland, where their Uncle Thomas
Johnson and wife Mary Baker Johnson lived, who came from England to St. Leonard's, Maryland, in 1690,
to visit and live near, here in America.

Henry was so young when he arrived in America that he was ineligible for his pass papers for several
years. By the time he received them, he had met Rachel Holman, born 1743, from Massachusetts.

After marriage in March 1763 in Lancaster County, Pennsylvania, both being residents of that state at
that time, they lived a while in Pennsylvania. Their first son being bom there in 1764. Sometime after his
marriage, he removed to North Carolina; he, passing through Virginia, possibly tarried there for a while. In
North Carolina, he settled a short distance from the town of Salisbury, near the Yadkin River, and lived
there until the latter part of the revolutionary War. In the war, he served as a Private in Captain Ingle's
Company, 2nd N. C. Battalion, commanded by Col. John Patten. He also served in Captain Clement Hall's
Company, 2nd N. C. Regiment. He was commissioned drummer and fifer in Hall's Company. His name
appears on Company Roll dated September 9, 1778, which shows that he enlisted May 28, 1777 to serve
three years.

In the year 1796, he with his wife, Rachel, and part of their children moved on down to Springfield,
Tennessee, where their son Thomas migrated to in the year 1789, and Henry, Jr., followed his brother
Thomas in 1793, coming as a deputy surveyor to him. Henry and family settled at a place that later became
known as the Ben Porter place, two and a half miles east of Springfield. He afierward purchased a place on
Carr's Creek about three miles South of Springfield. This place was sold to Walter Bell after the death of
Henry Johnson.

Others of the family buried there "three and one half miles east of Springfield, on Henry's farm at the
time of his death" are the wife of Thomas Johnson, Mary NOEL JOHNSON, died 1816; Taylor Noel
Johnson, theirson, 1818; Thomas Johnson in 1826; and Mary Noel, mother to Mary Noel Johnson; and
rachel Johnson, youngest daughter of Henry Johnson and Rachel Holman Johnson.

Henry Johnson, from time to time, acquired other lands in Robertson, as appears on the early records of
the County. Henry was granted from North Carolina a Land Grant No. 217, 640 acres of land in Davidson
county on the North side of Tennessee River on Blount's Creek, on March 7, 1786. I do not have the
information as of May 1997 but Gov. Paul B. Johnson of MS is of the line of Henry Johnson Rachel:
Rachel Holman is said to have been the daughter of Daniel Holman and sister of David Holman.

The date of William migration from Tennessee is unknown. William Johnson must be one of the
William Johnsons enumerated in Madison County Tax lists of 1811, 1812, 1813 and 1815 because John
Woodward stated in his Declaration of Pension Application for War of 1812 that he married Rebecca



Johnson "daughter of William Johnson and Diana Adams" in Madison County in January 1813, Likely,
William Johnson was still here when his daughter Rachel married Richard Jones on 05 JUL 1814,

The Tax list for 1811 lists William Johnson, Bear Flat according to Lucille McDonnell of Jackson,
MS [01 APR 1971]

One William Johnson served as Justice of Peace in Tuscaloosa County, AL in December 1821; and
three land grants were issued there to one William Johnson: #1086; 1087 for 79.50 acres and each
dated 24 OCT 1821; and #2799 for 80.86 acres, dated 23 FEB 1822.

By 1830, our William Johnson was in Pickens County with other known members of his family as
heads of household.

In 1835, William Johnson bought land in Newton County, Mississippi, in Section 23, TWP 7, RG
2E, alongside Thomas Jefferson Reynolds who married Nancy Oyler (granddaughter of William
Johnson). Earlier in 1833, Walter W. Johnson had moved to Newton County, MS.

Information copied from old records of Enon and Beulah Church, Newton County, MS, as
provided by Lee Elbert Johnson in 1967. The following members composed the church: William
Johnson, Diana Johnson, John B. Johnson, Mary Johnson, Mary Barrett, James Johnson, Alsy Johnson.
