A GREAT OBITUARY: On Friday, November 29, 1996, the 1.OS ANGEI ES TIMES listed the
following obituary on page A58, which makes most of us who are active in genealogy, envious:

Miss Mary Ord, age 101, bor October 30, 1895 at a U.S. Army Post in AR, died November 26, 1996 in
Desert Hot Springs, CA. She was a graduate of San Jose State University in CA and for many years
taught school at the CA State School for the Blind in Berkeley, CA. She retired in Desert Hot Springs in
the early 60’s. She was a member of the Colonial Dames and was from a CA pioneer family. Her father
was Col. Fdward Otho Cresap Ord T1, and mother, Mollie Norton (Ord). Her grandfather was Civil War
Major. Gen. F.O.C. Ord, for whom Fort Ord (Army Training Center) in Monterey, CA was named. Her
great grandtather (James Ord) was a Captain in the Army in the War of 1812 and the son from the
organic marriage of Iady Fitzherbert and King George TV of Fngland. Miss Ord’s brothers were F.O.C.
Ord TIT, Henry Ord, and Major Gen. James G. Ord; her only sister was Fllen Ord. She is survived by
nieces, Caroline Thompson of San Marino, CA and Miss Marion Ord of Washington D.C.: nephesws,
Edmund Ord of Oakland, CA, E.O.C. Ord of Orinda, CA Thomas Ord of Denver, CO., and E.O.C.
Ord TV of Fountain Valley, CA. A Rosary will be said Sunday, November 30, at 7 pm at St. Flizabeth
Catholic Church, 66700 Pierson Blvd., Desert Hot Springs. Mass will be Monday, December 1, at 1 PM
at St. Elizabeth’s.

THE RADFORD/REDFORD FAMILY OF VIRGINIA: In the book, Thozas M. Pettitt” Family His
Aucestors_and Descendants, authors Mary C. Pettitt and Robert J. Pettitt devote several pages to the
Redford/RADFORD family of VA. They say that “Redford” was the onginal spelling, but that it was
pronounced, “RADFORD?”, accounting for the confusion in spelling, In the Colonial records of VA,
three RADFORDS were found mn the 1630’s- William, Richard and John. They may have all been
related, but there 1s no documentation to prove this. Richard and William RADFORD were claimed for
transport to VA by William Hatcher, who was granted land in Henrico Co, VA for his expenses. John
RADFORD renewed the land grant of John Slaughter May 30, 1635. John shows up in the records of
Colonial VA many times from 1635 to 1647 in Henrico County, the Lower County of New Norfolk and
on the West Branch of the Elizabeth River in present Nansemond County. John RADFORD 1s thought
by some to be the father of Francis Redford b. bef. 1635 England. (Note: This line 1s almot identical to
that of the descendants of John RADFORD described in Buke’s American Fapnilies With British Anncestry.)
When Francis died, his estate was divided in Henrico County, VA on March 5, 1694, between his sons,
John and Francis. Francis (St.) married about 1656, Mrs. Ann Lawrence Moody (b. ca. 1632), daughter
of William and Mary Lawrence and recent widow of Thomas Moody. Francis received a patent for land
in Henrico County, VA in August 1659 and he owned land in nearby Charles City County. Francis (Jr.)
either died young or never married. John Redford b. ca. 1673 Henrico County, VA and d. there abt.
1754. He married on May 20, 1698 to Martha Milner b. 1678, daughter of John Milner (1639-1677) and
his wife, Katherine Warham (1637-1721). John was a landowner in the Henrico County VA Quit Rent
Roll of 1704. His children included Milner, Mary, Ann and William. Milner Redford (son of John) b. ca.
1709 Henrico/ Goochland County, VA, married Sarah and his will was proved June 1, 1785 in
Henrico County, VA. His children were Milner, John, Elizabeth and a daughter who marmed Mr.
Haskins and had a son, Elijah Haskins. Mary Redford (daughter of John) was b. ca. 1712 in Henrico/
Goochland County, VA. She married William Weathers after 1739 and had several children. On May 21
1750 a Mary Redford married Stokes McCaul, possibly a second marriage for this Mary. Ann Redford
(daughter of John) b. about 1716 Henrico/ Goochland County, VA marned William Pledge. William
Redford (son of John) was b. about 1718 in Henrico/ Goochland County, VA and his will was proved in
Goochland County on May 19, 1752. He married Mildred and had children: Billie and others.

CERTIFICATION OF REVOLUTIONARY SERVICE- REUBEN RADFORD:

5 Oct 1973, Richmond, VA, the VA State Library Auditor’s Department Account Book XXVII, p.396:
“This is to Certify the following information has been abstracted from records in the VA State Library:
Reuben Radford was issued a military pay warrant on September 19, 1785, for his service in the Militia
during the Revolutionary War” A second page is a Character Reference from a neighbor, James
Callaway, in Campbell Co, VA, dated 9 Oct 1783, stating that he had been a neighbor for many years.

NINE MYTHS ABOUT OUR AMERICAN ANCESTORS: (From Harrison-L@Roots.com)
Myth 1: When our American ancestors moved, they always moved west. Fae: While most early settlers
came to the eastern shore of North America. It was logical for most expansion movements to flow
westward. However, there are documented cases showing movement northward, southward or back to
the east after pioneers became less than enchanted with the raw frontier. Mysh 2: Because of travel
conditions, prior to the railroads, families rarely moved more than once or twice in a lifetime. Faz: A
study of Revolutionary War pension applications revealed that many of these veterans moved six or
more times, and quite often lived in as many different States. Myth 3: Our ancestors usually moved, like
Abraham, not knowing where they were going. Fae: In-depth study into the migration habits of our
ancestors shows that in most cases they had received many reports on an “ideal” location, by which they
were convinced that they would better themselves by moving there. Sometimes they relied on reports
from relatives or former neighbors who had already moved there, but often, a member of the family
would make a preliminary trip to check out the new territory. The actual move usually involved several
families or even an entire community making the trip together. Myth 4: Most American men were
devoutly religious at the time of the American Revolution. Fa: While most colonists gave nominal
adherence to Christian values in the late 18" century, some historians have estimated that no more than
15% of men were church members. AMyzh 5: Immediately following the American Revolution, most
Southem churchmen were either Baptist or Methodist. Faz: Following the Revolution, the majority of
the Anglo-Saxon Southemers who were church members, still belonged to the successor of the Anglican
Church in America, the Protestant Episcopal Church. The second largest number of churchmen were
Scots-Irish Presbyterians. The great movement to the Methodist and Baptist churches came in the early
part of the 19" century. Mjyth 6: Most Southem families were slave owners just prior to the Civil War.
Fag: The majority of the Southern heads of households never owned a slave. This is substantiated by a
study of the Slave Census records. Myzh 7: Most of the wealth in America was in the Northem States
just prior to the Civil War. Faet: Although the industrial growth in the North had exceeded that of the
South, the Southeast had experienced an era of great economic prosperity in the middle of the 19®
century, and as a result, six of the ten wealthiest States in 1860 were in the South. Myth 8: Due to the
lack of major Industry, there were no large cities in the South at the beginning of the Civil War. Faet: It is
true that most of the large cities in the U.S. were on the Eastern seaboard during the 1850’s. However,
according to the 1850 Census, New Otleans was the 5" largest city, ranking just behind Philadelphia. The
population of this major Southem port was 116, 375 in 1850. AMyth 9: Most American males were
mvolved in some kind of military action between the American Revolution and the civil War. Faz: There
were a number of wars on Southem soil between 1783 and 1865, including battles of the War of 1812,
the War with Mexico and several Indian Wars. However, the majority of males in this country never
participated in any kind of military action beyond a militia drill during this period of time.

values in the late 18" century, some historians have estimated that no more than 15% of men
were church members. Myth 5: Immediately following the American Revolution, most
Southern churchmen were either Baptist or Methodist. Fact: Following the Revolution, the
majority of the Anglo-Saxon Southerners who were church members, still belonged to the
successor of the Anglican Church in America, the Protestant Episcopal Church. The second
largest number of churchmen were Scots-Irish Presbyterians. The great movement to the
Methodist and Baptist churches came in the early part of the 19" century. Myth 6: Most
Southern families were slave owners just prior to the Civil War.

Fact: The majority of the Southern heads of households never owned a slave. This is
substantiated by a study of the Slave Census records. Myth 7: Most of the wealth in
America was in the Northern States just prior to the Civil War. Fact: Although the industrial
growth in the North had exceeded that of the South, the Southeast had experienced an era of
great economic prosperity in the middle of the 19" century, and as a result, six of the ten
wealthiest States in 1860 were in the South. Myth 8: Due to the lack of major Industry,
there were no large cities in the South at the beginning of the Civil War. Fact: It is true that
most of the large cities in the U.S. were on the Eastern seaboard during the 1850’s.
However, according to the 1850 Census, New Orleans was the 5™ largest city, ranking just
behind Philadelphia. The population of this major Southern port was 116, 375 in 1850.
Myth 9: Most American males were involved in some kind of military action between the
American Revolution and the civil War. Fact: There were a number of wars on Southern
soil between 1783 and 1865, including battles of the War of 1812, the War with Mexico and
several Indian Wars. However, the majority of males in this country never participated in
any kind of military action beyond a militia drill during this period of time.

NINE MYTHS ABOUT OUR AMERICAN ANCESTORS: (From Harrison-
L@Roots.com)

Muyth 1: When our American ancestors moved, they always moved west. Fact: While most
early settlers came to the eastern shore of North America. It was logical for most expansion
movements to flow westward. However, there are documented cases showing movement
northward, southward or back to the east after pioneers became less than enchanted with the
raw frontier. Myth 2: Because of travel conditions, prior to the railroads, families rarely
moved more than once or twice in a lifetime. Fact: A study of Revolutionary War pension
applications revealed that many of these veterans moved six or more times, and quite often
lived in as many different States.

NINE MYTHS ABOUT OUR AMERICAN ANCESTORS: (From Harrison-L@Roots.com)
Myth 1: When our American ancestors moved, they always moved west. Faz: While most early settlers
came to the eastern shore of North America. It was logical for most expansion movements to flow
westward. However, there are documented cases showing movement northward, southward or back to
the east after pioneers became less than enchanted with the raw frontier. Myzh 2: Because of travel
conditions, prior to the railroads, families rarely moved more than once or twice in 2 hifetime. Faa: A
study of Revolutionary War pension applications revealed that many of these veterans moved six or
more times, and quite often lived in as many different States. Myzh 3: Our ancestors usually moved, like
Abraham, not knowing where they were going, Fact: In-depth study into the migration habits of our
ancestors shows that in most cases they had received many reports on an “ideal” location, by which they
were convinced that they would better themselves by moving there. Sometimes they relied on reports
from relatives or former neighbors who had already moved there, but often, a member of the family
would make a preliminary trip to check out the new tertitory. The actual move usually involved several
families or even an entire community making the trip together. Myt 4: Most American men were
devoutly religious at the time of the American Revolution. Faz While most colonists gave nominal
adherence to Christian values in the late 18" century, some historians have estimated that no more than
-15% of men were church members. Myzh 5: Immediately following the American Revolution, most
Southem churchmen were either Baptist or Methodist. Faa: Following the Revolution, the majority of
the Anglo-Saxon Southemers who were church members, still belonged to the successor of the Anglican
Church in America, the Protestant Episcopal Church. The second largest number of churchmen were
Scots-Irish Presbyterians. The great movement to the Methodist and Baptist churches came in the early
part of the 19® century. Myrh 6: Most Southern families were slave owners just prior to the Civil War.
Fat: The majority of the Southem heads of households never owned a slave. This is substantiated by a
study of the Slave Census records. Muth 7: Most of the wealth in America was in the Northern States
just prior to the Civil War. Fag: Although the industrial growth in the North had exceeded that of the
South, the Southeast had experienced an era of great economic prosperity in the middle of the 19"
century, and as a result, six of the ten wealthiest States in 1860 were in the South. Mjyzh &: Due to the
lack of major Industry, there were no large cities in the South at the beginning of the Civil War. Faet: It is
true that most of the large cities in the U.S. were on the Eastem seaboard during the 1850’s. However,
according to the 1850 Census, New Orleans was the 5% largest city, ranking just behind Philadelphia. The
population of this major Southern port was 116,375 in 1850. Myzh 9: Most American males were
involved in some kind of military action between the American Revolution and the civil War. Fact: There
were a number of wars on Southem soil between 1783 and 1865, including battles of the War of 1812,
the War with Mexico and several Indian Wars. However, the majority of males in this country never
participated in any kind of military action beyond a militia drill during this period of time.

Write to the Civil
Archives and Records Service, GSA, Washington, DC 20409 and give your ancestor’s full name and any
Pertinent information. (WAGS Newsletter July 97)

FREEMAN’S OATH: To become a Freeman meant to be granted citizenship and freedom to live in
a city or borough in Massachusetts in the 17" century. Those citizens granted freeman papers had tobe -
voted on by the town to be granted admittance and had to swear to an oath.

SEAMAN'S PROTECTION CERTIFICATE: If your ancestor went to sea in the 1800's, he may
have applied for a Seaman's Protection Certificate to protect him from imprisonment by Great Britan
and other powers. This program lasted from 1796 to 1897. The applicant presented proof of citizenship
and paid 2 25 cent fee. Every 3 months a list of seamen was sent to the Secretary of State, giving each
seaman's age and physical description. Write the Archives Division, National Archives & Records,
Washington, DC 20408.

A GREAT OBITUARY: On Friday, November 29, 1996, the LOS ANGEI ES TIMES listed the
following obituary on page A58, which makes most of us who are active in genealogy, envious:
Miss Mary Ord, age 101, bom October 30, 1895 at a U.S. Army Post in AR, died November 26, 1996 in
Desert Hot Springs, CA. She was a graduate of San Jose State University in CA and for many years
taught school at the CA State School for the Blind in Berkeley, CA. She retired in Desert Hot Springs in
the early 60’s. She was a member of the Colonial Dames and was from a CA pioneer family. Her father
was Col. Edward Otho Cresap. Ord I, and mother, Mollie Norton (Ord). Her grandfather was Civil
War Major. Gen. E.O.C. Ord (b. 1818 MD), for whom Fort Ord (Army Training Center) in Monterey,
CA was named. Her great grandfather (James Ord) was a Captain in the Army in the War of 1812 and
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the son from the organic marriage of Lady Fitzherbert and King George IV of England. Miss Ord’s
brothers were E.O.C. Ord III, Henry Ord, and Major Gen. James G. Ord; her only sister was Ellen Ord.
She is survived by nieces, Caroline Thompson of San Marino, CA and Miss Marion Ord of Washington
D.C.; nephews, Edmund Ord of Oakland, CA, E.O.C. Ord of Onnda, CA Thomas Ord of Denver,
CO., and E.O.C. Ord IV of Fountain Valley, CA. A Rosary will be said Sunday, November 30, at 7 pm
at St. Elizabeth Catholic Church, 66700 Pierson Blvd., Desert Hot Springs. Mass will be Monday,
December 1, at 1 pm at St. Elizabeth’s.

THE GENWEB PROJECT

In March and April 1996, a group of genealogists organized the Kentucky Comprehensive Genealogy
Database Project. The idea was to provide a single entry point for all Counties in KY, where collectable
databases would be stored. In addition, the databases would be indexed and cross-linked, so that even if
an individual were found in more than one County, he could be located in the index. In June, as the KY
GenWeb Project was nearing completion, it was decided to create a similar set of pages for all States, thus
establishing the USGenWeb Project <http://www.usgenweb.com>. Volunteers were found who were
willing to coordinate the collection of County Pages for each State page. By September, 899 Counties
were adopted. And, as of December 31, 1996, 2,239 of the total 3,109 U.S. Counties had sponsors.
About 50,000 pages of documents were archived for use and about 135,000 total pages were on-line in
the WWW, generating about 5,500 new Queries per week. I have not seen the latest statistics, but the
recent growth has been geometric. You must check the Sumame and Query sites, often, to stay up with

them.

Part of Maryland was in Virginia from
1775 to 1792, part of North Carolina was from 1728 to 1803 and West Virginia was from 1728 to 1863.

SCOTTISH RESEARCH: The LDS Family History Centers will soon have a new tool for Scottish
research. The Old Parochial Register Index for Scotland is now available for use. The 10.5 million name
list is from the Church of Scotland Parish Registers from the 1500s through 1854 is now in Salt Lake.

THE GENWEB PROJECT

In March and April 1996, a group of genealogists organized the Kentucky Comprehensive Genealogy
Database Project. The idea was to provide a single entry point for all Counties in KY, where collectable

databases would be stored. In addition, the databases would be indexed and cross-linked, so that even 1f
an individual were found in more than one County, he could be located in the index. In June, as the KY
GenWeb Project was nearing completion, it was decided to create a similar set of pages for all States, thus
establishing the USGenWeb Project <http://www.usgenweb.com>. Volunteers were found who were
willing to coordinate the collection of County Pages for each State page. By September, 899 Counties
were adopted. And, as of December 31, 1996, 2,239 of the total 3,109 U.S. Counties had sponsors.
About 50,000 pages of documents were archived for use and about 135,000 total pages were on-line n
the WWW, generating about 5,500 new Queries per week. I have not seen the latest statistics, but the
recent growth has been geometric. You must check the Surname and Query sites, often, to stay up with
them.

RADFORD Pottery: RADFORD pottery was made by Alfred RADFORD in Broadway, VA, Tiffin
and Zanesville, OH and Clarksburg, WV from 1891 until 1912. The brand names were Jasperware, Ruko,
Thera, Radura and Velvety Art Ware. Jasperware resembled Wedgewood ware of that era.

What? Your relatives are not on the Social Security Death Benefits CDs!*?#!?

Questions & Answers

1 can remember when we first published the first Social Security CDs back in the good ole days at Automated
Archives, Inc. We were so proud of ourselves. In those days the set was nine CDs and each CD was $89!
You could search for four pieces of information, SSN, name, Date of Birth and Date of Death. Yup! We were quite proud of ourselves. But, I had -
no longer sold a few CDs and angry clients called and told me that their relative who they KNEW was dead was not listed in the CD. What had
we done to good ole Grandpa?

I was caught off guard. I realized I did not have a clue as to why ole grandpa was not on the CDs. We compared the tape that was
purchased from the Social Security Administration. Sometimes we found that the individual had been “lost” during the production process. But
those were the minority. So why were there so many who were not on these CDs and yet were known to be dead? :

The only thing left to do was to contact the Social Security Administration. It was then that I got a real education. After a rather long -
conversation with an administrator, I finally found out what enabled an individual to be put on the records that were available to the public.

Oh, you mean I did not tell you that there are public records for Social Security and records that are not public. Well there are. In fact,
there are two files at the Social Security Administration. The first, and not for public distribution is the Master Social Security File. This is the
file that everyone who has had a Social Security number is in. At least they are supposed to be.

Yes, you are supposed to be in that file. But, your relatives who have died are supposed to also be in the Social Security Death Benefits

(SSDB) File!
So, what puts someone on these CDs! Apart from the actual process the following actions or requirements enable someone to be put on

the SSDB File
& Have a Social Security Number and be on file with the Social Security Administration on the Master File

== Once the individual has died, a benefit must be applied for
Examples of this are, The Death Benefit Burial Check, Spouse or Children Survivors Benefits. This can be done at a local Social Security Office
or via mail to the Social Security Administration in Baltimore, Maryland.

= Once this has happened, Social Security must move the name of the deceased from the Master File to the Death Benefits File. Do not
be mislead into thinking that a relative who was drawing Social Security Retirement, Disability or Compensation Benefits automatically qualifies
to be put on the SSDB file. The act of death is the first step in getting someone on the file.

One more note. There are some live names in the SSDB File. This happens for the most part in cases when an individual is put into

" ha total care facility of some kind and their Social Security Checks are handled by a third party. For some reason when the checks are sent to a
_ third party, it is interpreted as that person has died even though there has been no death certificate proved to the Social Security Administration.

THE GENWEB PROJECT , o , :

In March and April 1996, 2 group of genealogists organized the Kentucky Comptehensive Genealogy
Database Project. The idea was to provide a single entry point for all Counties in KY, where collectable
databases would be stored. In addition, the databases would be indexed and cross-linked, so that even if
an individual were found in more than one-County, he could be Iocated in the index. In June, as the KY
GenWeb Project was nearing completion, it was decided to create a similar set of pages for all States, thus
establishing the USGenWeb Project <http:/ /www.usgenweb.com>. Volunteers were found who were
willing to coordinate the collection of County Pages for each State page. By September, 899 Counties
were adopted. And, as of December 31, 1996, 2,239 of the total 3,109 U.S. Counties had sponsots.
About 50,000 pages of documents were archived for use and about 135,000 total pages were on-line in
the WWW, generating about 5,500 new Queries per week. I have not seen the latest statistics, but the
recent growth has been geometric. You must check the Surname and Quety sites, often, to stay-up with
them.

Indiana was too
from 1782 to 1816. Kentucky was in Virginia from 1775 to 1792. Part of Maryland was in Virginia from
1775 to 1792, part of North Carolina was from 1728 to 1803 and West Virginia was from 1728 to 1863.

THE GENWEB PROJECT:
In March and April 1996, a group of genealogists organized the Kentucky Comprehensive Genealogy
Database Project. The idea was to provide a single entty point for all Counties in KY, where collectable

- databases would be stored. In addition, the databases would be indexed and cross-linked, so that even if
an individual were found in more than one County, he could be located in the index. In June, as the KY
GenWeb Project was neating completion, it was decided to create a similar set of pages for all States, thus
establishing the USGenWeb Project <http://www.usgenweb.com>. Volunteers wete found who were
willing to coordinate the collection of County Pages for each State page. By September, 899 Counties
were adopted. And, as of December 31, 1996, 2,239 of the total 3,109 U.S. Counties had Sponsots.
About 50,000 pages of documents were archived for use and about 135,000 total pages were on-line in
the WWW, generating about 5,500 new Queties per week. I have not seen the latest statistics, but the
recent growth has been geometric. You must check the Surname and Query sites, often, to stay up with
them.

CENSUS PROJECT: The USGenWeb Project just announced a new “USGenWeb Census Project”,
with an ultimate goal of having the Federal and State Census from each County on-line. The National
Census Project Coordinator is Ken Hollingsworth, a fellow Californian from Jones Co, MS. They are
hurting for volunteers. I was only the 73rd Visitor to this new site since 14 March 1997.
